Six Essentials for Making Discipline Work in
Your Home

When it comes to discipline, our kids probably don’t
know that, in many ways, we parents are making it up
as we go along. Each child has a different personality,
and along with it a unique twist on the discipline issue.
But, here’s what | tell parents all the time: “Get on the
same page.” As a couple, you need to use the same
philosophy of discipline and grace. Consistency is the
key to raising responsible kids.

If you are married, work together with your spouse so
that you do not get worn down. If you are single, first try
to get on the same page with your ex, and if that doesn't
happen, then work overtime at having a plan and
following the plan. Seek the support of others who
understand what you are going through.

Because you want to be on the same page with your
spouse and, to some extent, with your kids, you will
want to create a common language with expressed
expectations. When parents work together toward the
same goal, it makes it much easier to raise responsible
kids. Here are six essentials for making discipline work
in your home:

1. Rules without relationship equals rebellion

Timing when to lay down the rules and when to engage
in relationship are big deals for practicing grace and
discipline.

2. Choose Your Battles Wisely . Not every problem is
worth fighting over. Parents who don’t choose their
battles wisely can end up lacking the energy and re-
sources to stay engaged down the road.

3. Nagging doesn’t work . Nagging is a very poor way
to parent. In fact, here is the Biblical standard on this
subject, “And now a word to you parents. Don't keep on
scolding and nagging your children, making them angry
and resentful. Rather, bring them up with the loving
discipline the Lord himself approves, with suggestions
and godly advice.” (Ephesians 6:4 TLB)

4. Yelling crushes and shuts down your child’s

spirit . The more you yell, the less they hear.

5. Don't be afraid to admit your mistakes . If you
made a misjudgment or acted unwisely, jump at the
chance to apologize to your child. Contrary to what
many parents think, this won’t cause them to disrespect
you; it actually will bring you closer in the long-run.

6. Clearly Express Your Expectations . Your children
need you to set limits and boundaries.
